Installation of Rollscreen Door

Instructions  for Rollscreen Door
Contents:
• 1 Rollscreen Door
• 1 Upper sliding rail
• 1 Bottom sliding rail
• 1 Magnet
• 2 Cover strips
• 4 Small closing caps
• 2 End caps
• 2 Screws 3.5 x 45mm Philips head-A
• 6 Screws 2.9 x 16mm Philips head-B
• 4 Screws 2.9 x 20mm Philips head-C

Tools Needed:
• Screwdriver (Philips head)
• Drilling machine
• 2.5mm & 3.00mm drill bits
• Measuring tape
• Pencil
• Junior hacksaw

Assembling Tips:
• Assemble the Rollscreen door according to the following 7 tips
• Remove carefully the packaging and do pay attention that the mesh is not damaged
• Never pull out the mesh before the tube has been assembled
• Drill the screw-hole before screwing with a 2.5 & 3.00mm drill bit
• Grease the sliding rails with silicone-spray for sliding more smoothly after installed

Step 1:
Put the rollscreen door against the door frame, such that the distance between the bottom of the rollscreen door 
and the upper side of the threshold is minimal 25mm. If the threshold is less than 25mm high, you should install 
an extra lath (see picture III). Screw the rollscreen door on the right place with the 45mm screws A. First screw the 
top and then the bottom.

Step 2:
Saw both sliding rails to the size you need. Please pay attention that you shorten the rails on the side that will be 
assembled onto the housing cap (see picture IV). The right size will be obtained by measuring the distance 
between the tube and inside of the door frame. You will have to add minimal 10mm to this distance.

Step 3
Now assemble the bottom sliding rail. Pay attention that all sawing waste metal has been removed. Now you can 
slide the bottom sliding rail first through the sliding block and then slide it over the protruding plastic part of the 
housing cap (see picture II). Pay attention that you will not damage the mesh by doing this. Now you can screw 
(with screw B) the sliding rails onto the door frame. Start with the first hole from the housing cap. Keep the last 
hole open for assembling the end cap (see step pay attention that the sliding rail is assembled in an exact angle 
of 90 degrees towards the rollscreen door (see picture II).
